Before installation, you must download the CAB file installer to your device. This can be done through
ActiveSync using its File Explorer. Alternatively, you can download it from your company intranet or
service provi der Oatachmeit. Yeuicdnalsodransfer e GAB fild to the device
using removable storage cards.

To install iPassConnect on your device:
1. Download the iPassConnect installation CAB file and copy it to your device.

2. Open Explorer, locate and tap the CAB file to begin installation. Note that existing versions, if
any, will be over-written.

3. The installation wizard takes you through the various steps to complete the installation. You
must accept the EULA in order to install the software. Once the installation process is
complete, you will see an iPassConnect icon in the Programs list. Your device is now ready
to connect.
